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Administering the Parenting Ladder 
Oregon MPAP/P:F3Y Project

We recognize that using this tool in your groups will take extra time, energy and organization.  Thank you for helping us report project outcomes to the project funder, Oregon Community Foundation.  In order for the Parenting Ladder to provide information that can be used, careful administration is required.

· The Parenting Ladder includes two parts:
· a posttest, the “NOW?” column, which asks parents about their parenting skills NOW; and,
· a retrospective pretest, the “THEN?” column, which asks parents about their parenting skills THEN (before the start of the group).
· Review and become familiar with each of the 11 items prior to administering the Parenting Ladder to your group.
· Please note that two of the items on the Parenting Ladder are optional for families.
· Only parents who have a partner will complete item 9.
· Only parents who have a child who is at least one year old will complete item 11.
· Administer to families prior to the last session of your group, (i.e., session 9 for P:F3Y and session 10 or 11 for MPAP)
· Reserve at least 15 minutes for parents to complete the questionnaire.
· Carefully explain the Parenting Ladder directions to families.
· If parents don’t complete both the “NOW?” and “THEN?” columns of the Parenting Ladder, none of their answers are useable. 
· As with all documents, you will need to fax the completed Parenting Ladders to Parenting Now! (541.484.1449) within three days of administering.
· If Parenting Ladders are not completed correctly, you will be asked to administer them again at your next group.

· Please be aware that there are several versions of the Parenting Ladder being used throughout Oregon.  For the 2007-2008 year, Project Sites are required to use the version provided to you by Parenting Now! in fall, 2007.
